2, The Russian Delegation stated that currently Poheda airlines is interested in
operating services on the route Moscow Karlovv Vary and ikar Airlines plans to operate
services on the route /huko\sk\  Prague as well. I'hne Czech Delegation stated that Czech
side considers Zhukovskx as Moscow airport. Thus, the Czech side could not accept this

proposal. Both Delegations agreed to continue this discussion through the correspondence.

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APPENDIX Il
ARTICLE 9

customs duties and charges

1 Bach Parly shall, on the basis of reciprocity and in accordance with its own legislation,
exempts a designated airline of the other Parly from customs duties, inspection fees and
other duties and charges, with the exception of the charges specified in paragraph 5 of this
Article, for aircraft operated on ihe agreed routes by the designated airlines of the other
Parly and also their regular equipment, supplies of fuel and lubricants and the aircraft
stores (including food, beverages and tobacco) intended for or used solely in connection
with the operation and maintenance of aircraft of the designated airline operating the
agreed services of such other Part).

2. The exemptions provided in accordance with paragraph i of this Article shall also appK
to:

a) aircraft stores taken on board in the territory of the State of either Parly. within
limits fixed by the authorities of the said Part) , and for use on board the aircraft engaged
on a specified route of the other Party;

b) spare parts including engines, entered into the territory of the State of either Party

for the maintenance or repair of aircraft used on a specified route by the designated airline
ofthe other Party;

c) fuel and lubricants destined to supply aircralt operated on a specified route by the
designated airline of the other Parly, even when these supplies are to be used on the part of

the route performed over the territory of the Stale of the Part) in which they arc taken on
board.

3. The regular aircraft equipment, the materials, supplies and spare parts, including
engines, retained on board the aircraft operated by the designated airlines of'one Party on
the agreed services, may be unloaded in the territory of the State of the other Party only
with the approval of the customs authorities of that Party. In such case they shall be placed
under the customs control of the said authorities up to such time as they are re-exported or
otherwise disposed of in accordance with customs regulations of the state of that Party .

4. Baggage and cargo shall, up to such time that they are on direct transit, be exempted
from customs duties and taxes.

5. Charges corresponding to the services performed, storage and customs clearance will be
charged in accordance with the national legislation of the States of the Parties.
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
