The Philippine Embassy in Moscow presents its compliments to the Federal Agency
for Air Transport (Rosaviatsiya) and has the honor to inform that due to the threat posed by
COVID-19 to national health and safety, the Philippine Government has declared a State of
Calamity and State of Public Health Emergency for the entire Philippines.

In this connection, the Embassy has the honor to convey the following temporary
measures concerning travel to the Philippines effective 19 March 2020:

1. All foreign nationals, whether with visa-waiver privileges or visa-required
are not allowed to travel to the Philippines;

2. All previously-issued Philippine visas are deemed cancelled, except for —

a. Foreign Government and International Organization officials accredited
to the Philippines;

b. Foreign spouses and children of Filipino nationals; and

c. Those to be exempted by the Secretary of Foreign Affairs or the
Undersecretary for Civilian Security and Consular Concerns of the
Department of Foreign Affairs.

3. No applications for visas will be accepted by the Philippine Embassy.

We kindly request your assistance to inform all relevant offices under your jurisdiction
of this information.
