Confidential Protocol

Delegations representing the aeronautical authorities of the Federal Republic of
Germany and the Russian Federation met in Munich on February 28-29, 2012,
to discuss civil aviation matters between the two countries.

The discussions were cordial and constructive, reflecting the mutual respect and
understanding of the two delegations. Delegation lists are attached as Annexes |
and 1.

Both sides discussed the following:
1, European Emissions Trading Scheme

The Russian side expressed its concern with the implementation of the EU ETS
on aircraft operators from third countries. The Russian side believes that such
unilateral actions contradict Article 1 of the Chicago Convention and the ICAO
Assembly Resolution which urges Parties involved to engage in negotiations and
consultations to reach an agreement on the implementation of market based
measures. The Russian side considers unacceptable the implementation of the
EU ETS on international aviation and reserves its right to impose adequate
meas|ffes in case Russian carriers will be included into EU ETS without being at
firslaS ted-between relevant authorities.

I"Trotocol to amend the Air Transport Agreement

Both sides had an exchange of views about amendments to the Air Transport
Agreement between the Government of the Federal Republic of Germany and
the Government of the Russian Federation signed on July 14, 1993 (hereinafter

referred to as “the Agreement”).

The Russian side presented a Protocol to amend the Agreement. It follows as
Annex I1l. The German side proposed minor modifications to this Russian
proposal together with an Attachment to the amending Protocol, in order to
accommodate aspects of national aviation policy on ownership and control. It
follows as Annex V. The German side announced that it will communicate the
attached proposal to the Russian side via diplomatic channels shortly.

The delegations agreed that the subjects required a more detailed discussion at
the next round of negotiations.

4. New Route Schedules

Both sides discussed the attached proposal ofthe German side of new Route
Schedules for Passenger/Combination Services and for Cargo Services, attached
as Annexes VI and VII, which will be discussed during the next round of
negotiations in more detail, however, both sides agreed in principle to separate
route schedules in the next round of negotiations.

The Russian side proposed to include as additional points in the territory ofthe.

5. Code share opportunities

The Russian side proposed to establish the possibility for both sides to not
designate the airline for marketing operations using code sharing arrangements
for the airlines of both Contracting Parties.

The German side stated its position, that both the operating and marketing
carrier in such arrangements require prior designation and proposed as a
compromise, that code share services should not be counted against the capacity
entitlement of the marketing carrier, and should not be subject to any restrictions
with regard to the number of designated airlines.

The Russian side took note of this position.

6. Balanced performance of services

The German side underlined the imbalance in cargo operations regarding 3 and
4* freedom traffic and the principle of fair and equal opportumty in that respect.
The German side noted that the basis is Article 8 (1) ofthe Air Transport



Agreement. The Russian side noted that there are no provisions in force in the
bilateral arrangements covering the above mentioned issue.

7. Next Round of Consultations

Both sides agreed on a next round of bilateral air transport negotiations to be
held not later than at the beginning of August 2012.

8. Entry into Force
This Protocol shall enter into force on the date of its signature.

ANNEX IV

Protocol amending the Air Transport Agreement between the Government
of the Federal Republic of Germany and the Government of the Russian
Federation of July 14,1993

The Government ofthe Federal Republic of Germany and the Government of
the Rxissian Federation (heremafter referred to as “Contracting Parties™)
amending the Air Transport Agreement between the Government of the Federal
Republic of Germany and the Government of the Russian Federation of July 14,
1993 (hereinafter referred to as '‘the Agreement”)

have agreed as follows:

Article 1

1. Article 3 ofthe Agreement shall be amended as follows:

Paragraph 4 sentence 1 of Article 3 of the Agreement shall be deleted and
replaced with the following:

“Either Contracting Party shall have the right to refuse to grant the

operating authorization referred to in paragraph 2 ofthis Article or to

impose such conditions as it may deem necessary on the exercise by the

designated airline of the rights granted under Article 2 of this Agreement,

in any case where the said Contracting Party is not satisfied that the airline

designated by the other Contracting Party:

a) Is established in the territory of the State of that other Contracting
Party; or

b) has avalid Operating Licence and Air Operator Certificate in
accordance with the applicable legislation of the State ofthe
designating Contracting Party; or

c) effective regulatory control of the airline is exercised and maintained
by the State responsible for issuing its Air Operator Certificate and the
relevant aeronautical authority is clearly identified in the designation.”

2. Article 4 ofthe Agreement shall be amended as follows:

Sentence 1of Article 4 ofthe Agreement shall be deleted and replaced
with the following:

“Each Contracting Party shall have the right to revoke an operating
authorization granted in accordance with Article 3 (2) ofthis Agreement



or to suspend the exercise ofthe rights granted under Article 2 of this

Agreement by an airline designated by the other Contracting Party or to

impose such conditions as it may deem necessary on the exercise of these

rints:

a) in any case where it is not satisfied that the airline fulfills the
conditions set in Article 3 (4) ofthe Agreement; or

b) in case of a failure by that airline to comply with the legislation of the
Contracting Party granting these rights; or

c) in case the airline otherwise fails to operate in accordance with the
conditions prescribed under this Agreement; or

d) in case effective regulatory control over the airline designated by one
Contracting Party is exercised by a State with which the other
Contracting Party does not have a bilateral air services agreement and
that State has denied traffic rights to the airline designated by that
other Contracting Party.”

Article 2

The text of the Attachment to this Protocol shall be appended to the Agreement
as an Annex.

Article 3

This Protocol shall enter into force from the date on which both Governments
have notified each other that the national requirements for the entry into force of
this Protocol have been fulfilled.

Pending entiy into force, this Protocol shall from the date of its signature
provisionally apply in accordance with the respective national law of the
Contracting Parties and on the basis of reciprocity.

With reference to Article 3 paragraph 4 sentence 1of this Agreement the
Contracting Parties affirm, tiiat in accordance with their respective national
laws, the right ofthird countries and/or nationals of such states to own and
effectively control airlines of the Contracting Parties, respectively, is currently
limited to 49.9% of the total equity ofthe airline.

ANNEX V

Modernization of the existing system of utilization of the Transsiberian
routes

With regard to Article 22 (2) ofthe Air Transport Agreement and in accordance
with Number 6 of the Joint Declaration ofthe Government of the Federal
Republic of Germany and the Government of the Russian Federation on the Air
Transport Agreement signed on July 14,1993, both sides agree the follov*ng:

Flight operations by the airlines designated by the Contracting Parties on the
routes 3, 4 and 5 shall be carried out between the Contracting Parties in
accordance with this Protocol and the associated new Route Schedules, which
shall apply between the Contracting Parties upon the entry into force ofthis

Protocol.

As of January 2014, flight operations by the designated airlines of both
Contracting Parties on the routes 3,4 and 5, which are specified in the Route
Schedules for the designated airlines, shall no longer be carried out under the
relevant conditions laid down in previously signed agreements including the
Additional Protocol of25 April 1988, the Confidential Memorandum of 25
April 1988 including addendums, arrangements between the civil aviation
authorities and commercial agreements between designated airlines of both
Contracting Parties; they shall cease to have effect and are rendered obsolete as
ofJanuary  2014.

Upon the entry into force of this Protocol, newly operated overflight frequencies
on agreed specified routes shall not require prior conclusion of a commercial
agreement between the designated carriers.

From July 1#, 2012, the right of the airlines designated by one Contracting Party
to omit one or more points in the territory of the other Contracting Party shall no
longer be subject to any special commercial agreement between designated
airlines of both Contracting Parties.

As of January 1%, 2014, any fees and charges applicable for overflying the
territories of the Contracting Parties, respectively, shall be cost-related,
transparent and not leading to discrimination between foreign airlines.
